The student is between the ages of 18 and 49 and 
is enrolled in an institution of higher education 
• Must be enrolled full time or at least halftime 
(based on school qualifications) 
• Attend a CUNY community, comprehensive or 
technical college  

or 

Eligible to participate in work study or have an 
expected family contribution (EFC) of $0. 
• Note: students receiving the maximum Pell 
grant have an EFC of $0. 
• Must still meet state income guidelines based
